- This course aims to introduce research method and statistical analysis so students can examine and
interpret social phenomena based on scientific methodology. In Chapter 1, the concept of scientific
research method and procedures are introduced. Chapter 2 covers how to raise research problems
and establish research hypotheses. Chapter 3, as an implementing stage of research, includes types
of scales, reliability and validity, questionnaires, sampling method and procedures, etc. Chapter 4, as
a stage of data analysis covers a basic statistical analysis (frequency, cross-tabulation, t-test,
ANOVA), correlation analysis, simple and multiple regression, and advance statistical analysis (factor
analysis). The final Chapter (5) presents how to write report and thesis based on results of analysis.
