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— As philosophical thoughts, modernism is introversive, while post—-modernism is extroversive, the
latter defying the excess of interiority of the former.

Comparative Literature is also concerned about the interdisciplinary relation between literature and
other disciplines such as philosophy, history, psychoanalysis, natural sciences, and culture in
general. These general education in the humanities will make an excellent preparation both for an
academic and social career.

Postcolonial
literature addresses the problems and consequences of the decolonization of a country and of a
nation, especially the political and cultural independence of formerly subjugated colonial peoples;
it also covers literary critiques of and about postcolonial literature, the undertones of which carry,

communicate, and justify racialism and colonialism.

ELIT4002 SFE&tntHSHSF Literature and Films) 3-3-0
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— Although started out as a minor literary genre in the late nineteenth century, Science Fiction
literature can no longer be called a subfield especially considering the massive role technology
has had in transforming the world over the past century and more. By closely examining literary
and filmic works that bear the name SF, the course investigates how technology intervenes and
saturates our daily lives in their innermost corners.

ELIT4003 ClotA xZal235HDiasporic Literature) 3-3-0
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— The borderless movement of capital that characterizes late capitalism of the 21st century has
transformed the migration and displacement of countless individuals into daily phenomena all over
the world. Diaspora is a concept that vigilantly traces the violence and radicality of this mass
uprooting and attempts to revive the historicity of subjects caught up in such globalized
disorientation. By studying literary texts that bear testimony to these unprecedented phenomena,
students will get to reflect on how that central concept is a part of our daily lives.

FAl'92| & (Literature and Journalism) 3-3-0

used" such as simplicity, freshness, precision, and vigor are the common elements required of
both good literature and journalism/journalists. Literature and Journalism aims at training students
as potential journalists through studying literature.
