— This course will begin by discussing the problem of how mental phenomena fit into a physical
universe. We will discuss this century's most influential responses to the mind concerning the
relation between mind and body, the semantic question of mental terms, and the epistemological
question of how to know one's mind as will as others.
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— This course will be a survey of central issues in the traditional philosophical understanding of
history. Central problems are the questions like the following: Is the progress of history contingent
or necessary? Which does play a principal role in the history, man or nature? To what extent can
man use the influence on the history? Is it possible to find the universal and necessary laws of
history? Main thinkers to be considered are Augustinus, Vico, Kant, Hegel and Marx and so on.
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— Developing interpretative ability of French and understanding of French philosophers' trend, by
reading of their original texts. Primarily adopting central writings of influential French
philosophers(such as Descartes and Bergson) as main texts.
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— Anger has been playing a key role not only on individual level but also the historical and
political level. This course studies anger as being treated in philosophy, psychology, literature,
history, politics and even medical science, and then it highlights "the ideology of anger control" in
Classical antiquity of the West and Buddhism, Confucianism and Korean traditional medicine of
the East. This course also tries to deal with political implications of anger and its negative side in
contemporary Korean society.

— The purpose of this class is to understand the basic concepts of Philosophy education in
specific areas. We will study the objectives, content, teaching methods and assessment for each
area both theoretically and practically.
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— This class is conducted in connection with the teaching experience program to enhance the
student-teachers teaching abilities. It focuses on analyzing and constructing teaching materials so
that the student—teachers will be able to develop their critical and creative abilities in making
materials as well as to develop effective teaching—learning aids.
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— This class focuses on understanding objectives, concepts, content, teaching and learning
methods, assessment and appreciation regarding teaching Argumentative Writing. Opportunities to
practice these writing processes and strategies will enable these future teachers to enhance their
writing and teaching abilities. Writing is a very complicated thinking process which includes
generating ideas, organizing, writing and editing. In this process writers have to consider not only
their writing purposes but also their readers' expectations and the genre characteristics of the text.

It is very important for future teachers to develop their writing abilities and explore teaching
learning methods.
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
